 Inspired by the Holy Spirit 

 Profitable for: 

 Doctrine (Defining right) 

 Reproof (Rebuking wrong) 

 Correction (Restoring right) 

 Instruction (Nurturing right) 

 
 
 
Doctrine alone = Hearers of Word 
 
Doctrine + Reproof + Correction + Instruction = Doers of the Word 
Complete and thoroughly equipped for every good work (ministers)
